His divine power has given us everything we need for a godly life. – 2 Peter 1:3, NIV

A woman in Virginia received an unwelcome gift when her Christmas tree began 
sprouting with praying mantises. The insect eggs were hidden among the 
branches, and in the warmth of her house they began hatching—more than one 
hundred of them, which were soon on the walls, ceilings, and windows.
